(vij  INSTITUTIONAL SET-UP FOR LIQUIDITY RISK MANAGEMENT

The company's Board of Directors has the overall responsibility of management of
liquidity risk. The Board decides the strategic policies and procedures of the company
to manage liquidity risk in accordance with the risk tolerance limit as decided by the
board.

The company also has a Risk Management Committee, which is a sub-committee of the
board and is responsible for evaluating the overall risk faced by the company including
liquidity risks. Asset Liability Management Committee (ALCO) of the company is
responsible for ensuring adherence to risk tolerance limits as well as implementing the
liquidity risk management strategy of the company.

Chief Risk Officer shall be a part of the process of identification, measurement, and
mitigation of liquidity risks. The ALM support group consists of CFO and Head-Treasury
who shall be responsible for analyzing, monitoring and reporting the liquidity profile to
the ALCO.
